On September 29-30th, we hosted Massad Ayoob to our facility for his MAG 20 Live fire Course. The next two days, we had to bring him to an offsite location for his MAG 20 Classroom Course, due to the size of his class of 32 shooters. Massad was very impressed with the facility and the staff! We have him scheduled to come back out in May of 2012.

Range use since the last BOD meeting has been good. As of the beginning of today's business day, we have had 3101 shooters. a decline from last month due to poor weather. In addition, we have 68 new members to the club, bringing our total membership to 2162. These numbers will change in the next few days leading up to the BOD meeting.

The drawing for the Savage Model 116 Chambered in 300 Winchester Magnum has done very well. In the two months that we have had it on display, it has brought in $1450.00 as of 10/13/2011. The club paid around $450.00 for the rifle through Savage. So there is another $1000.00 towards our clubhouse Fund. The Colt Model 1911 is well underway. With only a month on display, we have sold more than $1500.00 in tickets. This raffle will go for another month and will be drawn on November 15th. The pistol was donated to the club so that is 100% incoming revenue for the clubhouse fund. The next firearm to be raffled will be the Savage Model 116 Chambered in 338 Lapua. That raffle will run for two months. The drawing for the 338 Lapua will be
held at the BOD meeting on December 20th, 2011.

The lead recovery company MT2 has begun bringing in equipment. We are scheduled to begin excavation on Monday October 17th. The public range will be closed Monday thru Wednesday for the lead removal. Wednesday thru Friday after MT2 is done with the public range, we will be bringing in the gravel trucks to begin laying gravel. The public range will open back up to members and general public on Saturday, October
22nd. After the public range, I will work scheduling with MT2 in order to systematically run through the remaining ranges.

Finally, we have been working to streamline our inventory by selling slower moving, high priced items, at a reduced rate to recover the clubs investment(s). In addition, with the help of a couple of the members of the BOD, we have identified, researched and resolved some storage issues with our powder and primers. We will continue to look
for places and ways that we can improve. We all look forward to the upcoming addition to our staff to help fine tune this machine.
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
