We have recently solved the reporting issues with the Club Sentry computer software
in the main range office after completing some necessary updates. A complete and
accurate physical inventory has recently been finalized.

New sewer pumps have now been delivered. We are working on installing new pump
switches at Range 4, Range 9 and at the residences. New directional/informational
signs have also been placed around the range to clarify where shooters need to go.
Folsom Shooting Club, Inc. official classes such as the Concealed NRA training
classes are very popular and are still filling up quickly. As of now, the calendar for the
classroom is booked, every weekend through October, 2012 with the exception of a
few random dates.

CA Dept. of Corrections and Rehabilitation has recently started scheduling range time
again, however their academy is still closed with an unknown anticipated date of
reopening.
